payment options
Visa, MasterCard, and American Express cards are accepted.
Personal checks and money orders are also accepted on walk-
up and mail orders only. Cash only on “Day of Show” tickets.

ticket delivery
Via Mail: Tickets and/or passes purchased online, by phone,
fax, or mail will be automatically mailed within three business
days to the billing address listed on the Ticket Order Form,
unless an alternate address or Will Call option is selected.
NOTE: Orders received less than 10 days prior to the earliest 
screening will automatically be placed at Will Call.

Will Call: Available “Day of Show” at the appropriate 
theater’s Will Call desk beginning 30 minutes prior to the first
screening of the day at that theater. Unclaimed Will Call orders
will be moved to the next “Day of Show” theater until claimed.
Only the person(s) listed on the ticket order will be allowed 
to pick up Will Call tickets (valid photo ID required). You may
authorize another individual to pick up your Will Call tickets
when you place your ticket order.

Then RUSH it!  Even if advance tickets are no longer 
available, Rush Tickets will be offered at each theater’s 
box office as soon as the number of unoccupied seats has
been determined, typically a few minutes before showtime. 
The Rush Line may start anywhere from 15 minutes to 
two hours prior to the screening.

passes
Who needs to make decisions in advance when all you need is
a Festival Pass? No box office lines to wait in and no individual
tickets to sort through. Simplify and enjoy the Festival at your
own pace with a Gold Card, Castro Pass, or Herbst Pass.

Gold Card: This pass can only be obtained in appreciation
for a Benefactor ($600) or Visionary ($1200+) membership.
Gold Card holders have preferred entrance into theaters 
and can use their pass for single admission to ALL festival
screenings regardless of venue, except for Opening and
Closing Night films when Benefactor and Visionary Members
are issued hard tickets to use rather than Gold Cards. 
For further information please contact our Development
Department at 415.703.8650, email membership@frame-
line.org, or visit our ticket outlet located within Superstar
Satellite on Castro Street.

Castro Pass: $165 each. Allows admission to all Festival
screenings at the Castro Theatre, except Opening and Closing
nights. Limited to two passes per buyer.

Herbst Pass: $75 each. Allows admission to all Festival
screenings at the Herbst Theatre. Limited to two passes 
per buyer.
